· Special Education Service Hours (licensed staff)
All special education services need to be recorded.  Frequency and amount of time must be recorded accurately.  MARRS recorders must be notified of significant changes as changes occur (date of referral, child’s third birthday, change in setting etc.).
Special Education Service Hours can only count licensed staff—this does not include paraprofessionals, COTA’s, PT assistants. If your district has purchased slots in community placements for special education students, these may be claimed for membership.  This eliminates Head Start and ECFE.  School readiness may be a tuition option, if the district charges tuition to all participants.  See examples for counting membership/special education service hours.
EC Initial Evaluation

Evaluation hours for children 0 to age 6 should be reported to your MARRS recorder.  
· Time spent meeting with parent to obtain evaluation information can be claimed

· Time for all members of the evaluation team should be included (OT, Speech, ECSE, etc.)
· Up to 2 hours of  IEP/IFSP/IIIP writing may be included

· A warning message is generated when more than 40 hours are claimed for evaluation purposes.

Out of District EC Children

· Always check district of residence before initiating an evaluation.
· Check with district administration before initiating an evaluation on a non-resident child.

· Cannot bill other districts for assessment for children who do not qualify, since children must have an IEP/IFSP/IIIP to be “billable”.

EC Audit Requirements

· The IEP/IFSP/IIIP with hours & days of service 

· Record of parent consent/14 day lapse

· Record of attendance, including entry and withdrawal

· Calendar of the scheduled contact days and length of each day

· Documentation of indirect time 

· Home based programs-dates and duration of the visits made by each service provider

· Inclusive Sites-dates and duration of provider visits.

Third Party Reimbursement

· Required under Minnesota Statute

· Includes PT, OT, Speech-Language, Nursing, Mental Health, PCA, Transportation, Assistive Technology

· IEP Managers responsible for pursuing permission from families
Family Outcomes Survey for Children Exiting Part C (birth thru age 2)
· Child has received services for 6 months or more
· Child is exiting Part C services

· Target Survey Areas:families know their rights, communicate their child’s needs, can help their child develop and learn
· IFSP Manager provides survey to family w/addressed, stamped envelope
· Family completes and mails survey

Child Outcomes Survey Form

· All pre-K children who are receiving special education service (includes “speech only).
· Child Outcomes Survey Form looks at 3 areas:  positive social/emotional skills, acquisition and use of knowledge and skills, use of appropriate behaviors to meet needs.
· Completed surveys must be forwarded to BRIC.  Maintain a district copy.
· Data is compiled annually by MDE.
· Survey taken when:
· Entering Part C (birth thru 2)
· Exiting Part C
· Entering Bart B (ages 3-5)
· Exiting Preschool
Membership/Special Education Service Hours Examples
Example #1:  An ECSE child attends an ECSE program on Monday and Wednesday for 2.5 hours each day.  During this time, the child receives speech/language services on Monday and Wednesday for 30 minutes each day.  On Tuesday and Thursday, the child attends Head Start for 2.5 hours but receives no special education services during this time.

Membership Hours: 2.5 hours per day for ECSE program days (Monday & Wednesday)

Special Education Service Hours: 2.5 hours (ECSE) +.5 hours (Speech-Language) =3.0 hours per day 

Example #2:  An ECSE child attends Head Start 4 days per week.  The ECSE teacher sees the child weekly for 1 hour, the speech-language clinician sees the child 2 times/week for 20 minutes and the occupational therapist sees the child weekly for 20 minutes.

Membership Hours/Week: 1 hour ECSE + .66 hours Speech/Language + .33 hours OT

Special Education Service Hours/Week: 1 hour ECSE + .66 hours Speech/Language + .33 hours OT

Example #3:  An ECSE child attends an ECSE program on M & W for 2.5 hours.  The ECSE child attends the district school readiness program with a special education paraprofessional for 2.5 hours on T & TH as outlined in the IEP. The ECSE teacher consults weekly for 30 minutes with the school readiness teacher and this is noted on the IEP as indirect time.

Membership Hours: 2.5 hours/day for ECSE (M & W) + 2.5 hours/day for paraprofessional time in school readiness (T & TH) + .5 hours/week indirect time for ECSE consultation.

Special Education Service Hours: 2.5 hours/day for ECSE program (M & W) + .5 hours/week for indirect time.  Only licensed staff can be counted for Special Education Service Hours. 

Example #4:  ECSE and Head Start provide an integrated program for 2.5 hours/day, 4 days per week.  A licensed ECSE teacher is present during all 4 days of instructional time.  An ECSE child attends the program 2.5 hours/day, 4 days per week.  In addition, the child receives speech-language services 4 times/week for 15 minute sessions.  Both the ECSE teacher and speech clinician have 15 minutes of indirect time weekly listed on the IEP.

Membership Hours: 2.5 hours/day for 4 days/week + 30 minutes indirect time/week

Special Education Service Hours: 2.5 hours/day for 4 days/week ECSE + .25 hours/day for 4 days/week Speech-Language + .25 weekly ECSE indirect + .25 Speech-Language indirect
